Applications are invited for “RMMRU-DRC Fellowships on Migration for Young Academics and 

Professionals” under the Development Research Centre on Migration, Globalisation and 

Poverty project. The fellowships, each valued at Tk.1,60,000, will entail work for three 

months that may be completed in 6 months under supervision of a senior researcher. 

Applicants should be below 35 years of age, have a postgraduate degree in any Social 

Science discipline or Law, submit proposals on themes that are available at 

websites<www.rmmru.net>, <www.samren.org> and <www.bbyouth.net>. 

Applications must reach RMMRU by 20 June 2008 and be supported by full particulars, a 

1000-word proposal and names of two referees whose recommendations should be sent 

independently. Only short listed candidates will be contacted.  

 

Candidates should prepare proposals on any one of the following themes: 

• Climate change and migration. 

• Internal migration for livelihood. 

• Policies towards attracting diaspora investment (case of any South Asian country).  

• Accessing health services in the receiving countries: case of unskilled migrant 

workers. 

• Evaluation of services of diagnostic centres to out going migrant workers. 

• Integration of British-Bangladeshi youth in the UK: Problems and Remedies. 

• Patterns and utilization of internal migrants’ remittance flow. 

• Challenges of reintegration of returnee male / female labour migrants.
